


- The 2009 Golf Splits Raffle is an online split the 
pot raffle ϱ(50-50) available to all charitable 
golf outings/tournaments. Golf Splits allows 
any golf outing for charity the ability to add a 
large cash prize raffle to your fundraising 
event. 

- Golf Splits allows you to offer tickets in an ever 
increasing cash prize raffle without sacrificing 
the charitable end of your ticket. 



A split the pot raffle is a progressive cash prize lottery/raffle where 
each ticket sold increases the total prize payout with total tickets 
sales being split between a winner and a benefitting charitable 
organization. These are often referred to as a charitable lottery 
or 50-50 raffleϱ.

Golf Splits 2009 employs The Charity SplitsϱCompanyüs Pool 
Raffling system that allows you the benefit of providing a cash 
prize derived from multiple participating golf outings without 
sacrificing the charitable half of the tickets bought on your 
behalf. 

NOTE: the term lottery and raffle can be 
interchanged - Charity Splitsϱ is not a traditional 
state run lottery system it is a charitable 
fundraising tool.



Å Each ticket sold is split in 2 portions:

1) Charitable Contribution      2) Cash Prize Development

- Using the Charity Splits ϱPool Raffling system each ticketüs charitable 
contribution portion is assigned, by the purchaser, to a participating 
outing/tournament. 

- The cash prize development portion of each ticket ( regardless of which 
organization it was to benefit ) goes into a prize pool that consists of the 
cash prize development portion of ALL participating outings/tournaments 
ticket sales and, therefore, is used as the grand prize within the raffle. 

The pool system offers a cash prize much larger than could be achieved on 
a  individual basis. 



In order to properly ensure each organization receives fair credit for their marketing 
efforts and success in driving ticket purchasers to the event page, each ticket purchaser 

will be given 2 options for the þcharitableÿ aspect of their ticket fee:

Charity Splits ϱPool Raffling system provides several organizations
the opportunity to share a collective prize pool without sacrificing the

money they individually produce.

1) Earmark

Å A ticket purchaser may select a 
participating organization as the 
recipient of their charitable fee. 
Almost always, this is based on the 
organization that drove them to the 
site. The system logs this purchase as 
belonging to the selected 
organization, while the prize portion 
of the entry fee will be placed in the 
community prize pool úto be split at 
the event conclusion.

2) Select All

Å An event of this size and geographic 
reach certainly will attract ticket 
purchasers that may be less specific 
when it comes to choosing an 
organization to earmark their 
charitable fee. Therefore, the Select 
All feature allows a ticket purchaser 
to split their charitable fee evenly 
amongst all participants. Again, the 
prize portion of the entry fee will be 
placed in the community prize pool 
ùto be split at the even conclusion.





ÅGolf Splits 2009 is open to all golf related 
fundraising events in benefit of bona fide non 
profit organizations and charitable endeavors.

ÅEach outing/tournament simply completes and 
submits a participant contract for qualification. 

ïQualification simply requires proof that applicant event is 
coordinated in financial benefit of a non profit and/or 
charitable cause.



ÅOnce qualified, an event coordinator must submit 
content (pictures, text, announcements, sponsors, 
etcĄ) to the Golf Splits design team. 

ÅThe Golf Splits design team uses your content to 
design a semi -custom webpage complete with a 
unique web address, used for selling online split 
the potϱtickets. 

ÅAll websites are approved by your event staff 
prior to launch and provide all the needed tools to 
coordinate secure and legal raffle ticket sales. 



ÅIn coordination with your golf outing/tournament 
promote your involvement in the 2009 Golf Splits 
raffle.  Your role is to promote ticket sales on your 
behalf - thatüs itĄ the system manages the rest.

ïSimply inform your players and charitable patrons 
that ticket sales are available at www.golfsplits.com
and remind them to earmark your organization when 
purchasing their tickets. 

ïBecause the Golf Splits raffle begins at the start of 
summer and concludes at the end of summer, 
participating in the raffle allows you a promotional  
fundraising tool that continues to work for you even 
after your golf outing/tournament concludes .
